PARKING AND STAGING PROCEEDURES
MORIARTY, NM

Welcome to Moriarty, CROSS COUNTRY, COUNTRY!  
Because of the limited amount of space available to stage gliders for departure when runway two-six is the favored runway and because of the high demand on the staging area, the following procedures are in effect:
1. The glider staging area south of Sundance Aviation and just north of taxi way Delta has been marked with points along all three of the tie down cables for parking sailplanes.  The main wheel of gliders wishing to stage there are to be placed on these marks which provide seventeen meters spacing between gliders.  Gliders with a wingspan exceeding seventeen meters are to be parked on the northern most cable.  
2. Gliders ARE NOT to be assembled in the staging area.  This is to be done on the west ramp where ample space is available for both trailers and glider tie-down.  Gliders ARE NOT to be left in the staging area over night, but are to be tied down on the WEST RAMP.
3. The staging area is for gliders only.  No vehicles are to be parked on the asphalt staging area they are to be parked on the dirt to the north of the staging area.

4. After assembly in the west ramp area, gliders are to be towed to the staging area using the taxi way to the north of and parallel to taxi Alpha.  This taxiway is thirty-five feet wide, (the same width as all the other secondary taxi ways on the airport), and is of ample width to accommodate towed gliders.  
5. Before you cross the “Hold” line on taxi way Delta you MUST BE PREPARED TO FLY!  All control checks are to be completed.  This also includes a release check.  If you have not done this you will be instructed to go to the back of the line.  If you fail to abide by any of these rules, YOU WILL BE DENIED TOW SUPPORT.
6. During the weekends, Sundance Aviation and the Albuquerque Soaring Club coordinate the launch sequence and will assist you in getting ready launch.  Please check with either Sundance or ASC either before pushing up to the hold line or before doing so.

Because of the manner in which the staging area parking spots have been allocated, (which also includes those tie-downs used by Sundance Aviation), there is ample room to pull gliders to the staging area using the above taxiway.  This also allows ample room to pull into the staging area from the back, or north of said area.
Plans are afoot to expand the size of the staging area as well as provide for a feeder taxiway which will enter the taxiway Delta area from the northeast side of the taxiway.  It is hoped that this will reduce congestion and increase the efficiency with which glider operations are conducted.
